census returns at that time there were only 9 million cities calcutta bombay delhi
madras hyderabad ahmadabad bangalore kanpur and poona the second edition of
the book was published in two volumes in 1998 using 1991 census data by that time
the number of cities with a million or more population had increased to 23 by 2001 it
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went up to 35 and by 2011 to 53 and is likely to go up to 70 by 2021 the first edition of
the book was published by prasaranga university of mysore in 1978 prof r p misra the
editor of the book at that time was the director of institute of development studies
university of mysore mysuru karnataka and the second edition of the book was
published in 1998 in two volumes by sustainable development foundation new delhi
