chronological order the dates of the operations being described are shown in the
margin as are the identities of the battalions involved volume 1 x 355pp with 18
maps and 15 b w photos covers the period from the outbreak of war to the end of
1916 the close of  the somme offensive and includes the dardanelles campaign
